Instead, we’ve found that vendors pay
less if they “vend beverages.” This means
you will be provided with pre-priced Pepsi
products, containers and ice. Your contract
details that: 1) only these official event
beverages can be sold, and 2) you must
provide 10 free meal vouchers, per event
day, each worth $12 for volunteers, staff,
and entertainers who present a C3 voucher.

Apply by May 24, 2010 & Save $50 per

Upon application acceptance, vendors are
sent a contract and insurance information.
